WINNERS
Winners will be determined within each division through the following methods:
A. 1st, 2nd, and 3 places determined by puzzle completion in the shortest amount of time.
B. If puzzles are not completed in allotted time, then the order of places (1st, 2nd, 31, etc) will be determined based on a count
of the remaining pieces and connected sections.
